What is HEC Camp?

The Hokkaido English Challenge (HEC) Camp is a five-day long summer camp for
the 30 Junior High and 20 Senior High School winners of the HEC competition.

The purpose of HEC Camp is to create an atmosphere where students can eat
foreign foods, play games, learn about different cultures, converse with native
English speakers from various countries and above all become comfortable with
their English abilities.

The camp is run predominantly by ALTs in Hokkaido and is funded by HAJET and
fundraisers held throughout the year.

Volunteering is not only open to ALTST anyone is invited to apply as long as they
have suitable English language skills. We will accept close to 35 volunteers. Non-
native English speakers may be interviewed to test suitability and language
competency.

When and where is HEC Camp?

In 2010, it will take place from Saturday, July 24" to Wednesday, July 28" at the
Kodomo-no-Kuni Campground ( * = " ) in Sunagawa City. Volunteers are
asked to arrive in the afternoon on Friday, July 23™ to help set up camp before
the students arrive.

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Get Involved!

The volunteers in each of these positions will be leaders during their event and be
responsible for the preparation, execution, and clean-up of their activities. There
are lots of different jobs so make sure to choose the ones that fit you the best!

Permanent Positions
These positions only have one role for the entire duration of camp.

Camp Coordinators (2) - The Camp Coordinators are responsible for overseeing all
planning, advertising, volunteer recruitment, scheduling, budgeting, and logistics
of HEC camp. They will also deal with vendors and agencies, make sure the camp
Is running on schedule, and deal with any problems that come up. Should have
moderate Japanese ability (JLPT Level N3-ish), and works closely with the HEC
Coordinator throughout the planning process. Positions for HEC Camp 2011 are
available!

Head Chef (1) - The Head Chef is responsible for managing a budget and creating
a menu to feed all the students and volunteers for all five days of camp. Head
Chef is also responsible for obtaining all the kitchen equipment (rice cooker,
burners, utensils, etc.), purchasing the food, supervising the kitchen staff, and
ensuring sanitation and cleanliness. A TR

Kitchen Staff (4) - The kitchen staff are
permanent positions and will work in the kitchen
area, cooking, cleaning, and helping to prepare
meals for the duration of camp. They will work
directly under the Head Chef.

Media Coordinator (1) - The Media Coordinator is responsible for most of the
publicity during camp. They will be using media equipment such as video cameras
and digital cameras to capture the students and volunteers on film at the
different activities. The photos and footage will be compiled into a Memory Book



DVD and be used for future promotions of HEC Camp. The Media Coordinator
must have their own gear and equipment, and be willing to bring it to camp.

Gopher/Driver (2) - The Gopher/Driver is responsible for driving van-loads of
students to and from the sento and onsen. The Gopher may be responsible for
making a pick-up/drop-off schedule to ensure all the students and volunteers
have a chance to bathe. They may also be asked to run occasional errands for the
Kitchen Staff or Camp Coordinators.

Group Leader Positions

Volunteers will either be a Group Leader or Rotating Group Leader
and hold one or two Additional Roles.

Group Leader (14) - The Group Leaders work together with one Rotating Group
Leader as the leaders for a group of 7-8 junior high and high school students. They
are responsible for leading their group members for the duration of camp and
during camp activities, and ensuring the students have an enjoyable time at camp.

Rotating Group Leader (7) - The Rotating Group Leaders do not have a fixed
group but will move from group to group depending on the activity or the day.
Their duties will be the same as a Group Leader, assisting with camp activities and
socializing with the students. Rotating Group Leaders move amongst each of the
groups so they have the unique chance to meet every student at camp!

Additional Roles:

Nurses (2) - The Nurses are responsible for treating minor camp First-Aid
situations such as sunburn, heatstroke, dehydration, insect bites, etc. and
ensuring the students are drinking enough water. Those with First-Aid
certification preferred.

Ice Breaking Leaders (2) - The Ice Breaker leaders are responsible for making the
students interact with each other and the volunteers. Games could focus on
communication, cooperation, or just be for fun. The goal is to help the students



become more relaxed, and to allow them to meet the volunteers and members in
their group.

Scavenger Hunt Leaders (2) - The Scavenger Hunt leaders are responsible for
making a fun-filled scavenger hunt at the Fushigi-no-mori Park (near the
campsite) within a 2.5 hour time limit. They must create a scavenger hunt list,
rules, point system, and award prizes.

Sports Leaders (2) - The Sports Leaders are responsible
for organizing the Night Capture-the-Flag game, and
organizing sports games to get the students active
during downtime in the afternoons. Sports could O
include soccer or football games, hula hula hoop competltlons a creative mix of
sports, or something completely new!

Arts & Crafts Leaders (2) - The Arts & Crafts Leaders are responsible for planning
an afternoon of arts and crafts for the students (around 3 hours). They should
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prepare some arts & crafts activities that can be completed within the time limit,
and have a selection of arts & crafts supplies available that the students can
choose from to use on their projects. Get creative!

Hiking Guides (2) - The Hiking Guides are responsible for leading a hike up nearby
Ishiyama and preparing a few activities to play with the students on the summit.

Campfire & Song Leaders (2) - The Campfire & Songs Leader are responsible for
teaching easy songs throughout camp and setting up the bonfire on the last night
of the camp. The camp songs should be easy and memorable so the students can
learn the lyrics and practice.

Dance DJ (1) - The Dance DI is responsible for putting on a dance party! The

outdoor shelter will be turned into a dance hall and the DJ will have a playlist of

Postmaster (1) - The Postmaster is responsible for all intra-
camp mail. They can create mailboxes and a system for the
students and volunteers to send mail to each other. Mail
deliveries are made at breakfast and dinner times.

Jr. Leader Coordinator (1) - Responsible for organizing and
planning the scope of involvement of the high school
students in the Jr. Leaders program. They should also work with group leaders to
determine candidates for the 2011 Jr. Leaders program.
